Industrial films, 
pallet covers  
and bags larger  
than 1 m2.

Packaging

Packaging made of a combination of 
materials (e.g. plastic film layer + aluminium 
film layer) which cannot be separated, like 
some bag-in-box packagings and coffee 
packagings.

Other items.

Gas cylinders, batteries  
and electr(on)ical  
appliances.
